1. Carefully remove all parts from the box. Place on a clean,
soft surface.

2. Remove canopy (H) from mounting plate (C) by removing
collar ring (I).

3. Remove mounting bracket (B) fromm mounting plate (C) by
removing screws (F).

4. Remove hickey (R) from mounting bracket (B) by
removing hex nut.

5. Itis recommended to install a 1/4 IPS threaded pipe,
secured to a structural member of the building. Then
install hickey (R) into threaded pipe and tighten with
wrench.

6. Install threaded nipple to hickey (R), then install mounting
bracket (B) to threaded nipple by tightening locknut.

Feed electrical wires through bottom rod (L) and connect
to fixture body (M). Repeat for middle rod (K), connecting
to bottom rod (L).

Continue feeding wires through collar ring (1), canopy (H)
and top rod (J).

Holding fixture upright, slide collar ring (1) and canopy (H)
down and rest on fixture body (M). Then connect top

rod (J) to middle rod (K).

NOTE: Slide components down slowly to avoid damage.
NOTE: It is recommended to have a helper assist in
supporting the fixture for step 11.

Hang fixture swivel ball (D) to the center of mounting
plate (C) and secure with set screw (D) using provided
wrench (E) (see diagram 1).

Cut excess wires, being sure to leave enough to reach the
junction box. Separate wires and strip insulation on each
5/8".

Loosen cable lock and install to end of safety cable. Run
safety cable through junction box and around structural
member of building. Insert cable through cable lock and
tighten the ends with a screwdriver to secure

(see diagram 1).

2. Remove finials (S) from metal rods (E2), then attach glass
(0) and secure with rubber washers (N) and finials (S).

3. Repeat for metal rods (E1), securing glass (P).
NOTE: Alternate metal rods & glass discs as shown in
diagram 3.

Tier 2

4. Thread metal rods (D1) to center hub of fixture body.

5. Remove finial (S) from metal rods (D1), then attach glass
(P & Q) and secure with rubber washers (N) and finial (S).
NOTE: Reference orientation of Tier 1 on diagram 3 to find
starting point for glass parts, then alternate as shown.

6. Thread metal rods (C1 & €C2) to center hub of fixture body.
